Some one having quotnd Roose-
velt against Roosevelt on the sub-
ject of lynching, that is, having 
giv^n Roosevelt's endorsement in 
one of ilia books o£ stringing up 
Western horse thieves in contrast 
with some of his rccent utterances 
condemnatory oi: Southern "mob 
executions," the Brooklyn Eagltl 
screams the contention that Dem 
ocratic criticism of the president 
should lie confined to his words 
and acts since he attained high 
office. 

Very well. The party should 
be willing to let it go at what the 
Eagle contends for. There is that 
in Mr. Roosevelt's record since 
he became presideut which ought 
to be all sufficient to "defeat him of 
election to succeed himself with-
out any reference to his words 
and acts prior to his elevation to 
the chief magistracy of the nation. 

In support of this view we need 
not call attention to more than his 
proposed advocacy of the doctrine 
of force in connection with the 
Panama canal and his usurpation 
of the powers of congress in his 
service pension \ order.. These 
alone mark him as a most danger-
ous man, and when: they are 
coupled with his general swash 
buckler and bull-headed course 
should give the American people 
of all parties and classes serious 
pause. -

Truth to tell, the wonder is that 
Mr. Roosevelt has not involved us 
in a grave complication with some 
foreign power, and that he has 
not done^so can only be accounted 
for on the hypothesis that he was 
prevented solely by the restraining 
hand of Secretary Hay, Admit-
ting that the latter will remain ill 
the cabinet if- Mr. Roosevelt is 
elected, how much longer he. will 
be able to ''hold down" his super-
ior is problematical. Considering 
the nature of the man, his self-
will, his fondness for doing spec-
tacular "stunts." Roosevelt "en-
dorsed" by the majority of the 
nation would likely go much 
further in a headlong and defiant 
course than Roosevelt the acciden-
tal president. 5 

That must be-'clear. And in 
assailing the administration the 
Democrats cannot do better than 
ring the changes on this danger 
and keep to the front the two cases 
in his presidential record we have 
cited. There is no question that 
there are large and important in-
terests affiliated with the Republi-
can party and its policies that re-
gard Mr. Roosevelt as unsafe and 
uncertain, and which look with 
apprehension upon the prospect of 
fotir more years of him. To these 
as well as to the masses the Demo-
crats should address themselves in 
exposing . the menace the contin-
uance of this administration 
would involve. , 

We repeat the Democrats should 
be willing to let it go at what the 
Brooklyn Eagle contends for.

Telephone Rules Enacted 
the Coming Year. 

The seventh annual stockhold-
ers' meeting of the Rockingham 
Mutual Telephone Company—th e 
largest mutual telephone company 
in any county of the United 
States—was held-Tuesday in Asr 
sembly Hall, at which there were 
present in person or b y proxy 785 
of its 1,400 phone holders Thp 
meeting was devoid of inuch of 
the animated discussion which 
frequently enlivened the annual 
deliberations before the matter of 
switchboard rates for county sub-, 
scribers was fixed (a year ago) by 

five year contract made with 
W. C. Switzer. Much business, 
however, was transacted,prominent 
among which was the taking of 
action looking toward the cutting 
off of all delinquents frojn the 
service; a resolution fixing upon 
local companies the responsibility 
for keeping their lines in gocd 
repair; the election of officers; 
increase in the pay of the latter, 
etc. 

Dr: C. H. Rolston, president of 
the company, was in the chair and 
J . A. Wenger acted as secretary. 
The minutes of the 'last annual 
meeting were read and approved, 
as were the minutes of several! 
meetings held by the board of di-
rectors during the year. 

The treasurer submitted his re-
port for the past year, which 
showed $802.63 collected on taxes, 
and taxes delinquent amounting to 
$55 79. There was also shown by 
the books an outstanding indebt-
edness against the company 
amounting to $75. 

Messrs. C L. ' Hedrick, W. C. 
Hoover and J. B. D. Rhodes were 
appointed a committee to audit the 
books of the secretary apd treas-
urer. 

On the motion of Dr. C. H. 
Rolston by a unanimous vote a 
committee of nine was appointed 
charged with the duty of securing 
a complete list of all company 
lines and phone holders and offi-
cers in their respective' switch-
boards, (a switchboard being as^ 
signed to each committeeman) to* 
receive all dues from same, and 
meet in Harrisonburg the first 
Saturday in July of each year an^ 
report all delinquencies and have 
all delinquents cut ou,t from the 
service, according to the rules of 
the company. The members of 
this committee and their respect-
ive switchboards are J. A. Wen-
ger, Harrisonburg; James A. Pry, 
Bridgewater; Joseph Shank, 
Broadway; W. H. Souder, Doves-
ville; Dr. Lay ton B Yancey 
Elkton; P. B. F. Good, Goods 
Mill; Jesse Spitzer, May land; 
J. Luther Hopkins, McGaheys-
ville; and John H. Hoover, Tim-
bervilie. 

The following resolution, 
offered By P. B. F. Good, was 
adopted without a dissenting vote 
—"Be it resolved that the presi-
dent of all local companies be re-
quired to report annually the con 
dition of their respective lines, 
and if such lines prove to be un-
safe the said local company or 
companies shall - be required to 
put the same in safe condition, 
and failure to do so shall make the 
said company or companies liable 

. to such fine as the general com 
pany may see fit to impose." 

A resolution by Dr. C. H. Rol-
ston to give to each local compa-
ny the right to cvit off any phone-
holder who is delinquent, either to 
his local company or to the gen-
eral company, was adopted unan 
imously, and it was the general 
sentiment of those present that al" 
such delinquents be promptly and 
positively dealt with. 

After considerable discussion as 
to the best method for giving gen-
eral notice of the annual meetings 
of stockholders (whicli fall regu-
Jarly on the first Tuesday in May) 
it was ordered that hereafter notice 
be published for 10 days in the 
daily newspapers of the county 
and that the »various switchboards 
send out notice over the lines on 
Saturday prior to the annual meet-
ing. ' 

The matter of officers salaries' 
coming up several gentlemen stated 
that they regarded the present sal-
aries—$10 to the president and 
$15 to the secretary and treasurer 
—as absolutely inadequate when 
the amount of work done by these 
officers is considered. \After con-
siderable discussion Mr. J. B. 
Coffman moved that the amount 
paid these officers be, increased to 
$75, two-fifths of which should "go 
to the president and three fifths ,to 
the secretary and treasurer Major 
Chisman moved that the salary of 
the former be fixed at $50 and 
that of the latter at $75, but his 
motion received no second and 
that of Mr. Coffman carried. 

On .motion of Mr. Coffman ali 
the old officers—Dr. Ct H. Rol-
ston, president; D. B Showalter, 
vice president and J. A.; Wenger, 
secretary and treasurer, were re-
elected for the enduing year, in-
cluding the board of directors. 

The'committee appointed to aud-
it the books of the secretary and 
treasurer reported through its 
chairman, Mr. Hedrick, that it 
had performed its duty and found 
the books correct 

A resolution was adopted em-
powering the board of directors to 
retain legal counsel, either by the 
year or for advice and services, 
whenever in their judgment * the 
best interests of the company may 
be found to require the services of 
an attorney. 

Thereupon the meeting . ad-
journed, /

Explosion on Missouri W a s v Not 
Caused by Neglect. 

Washington, D. C., May 3.— 
Judge Darling, acting Secretary of 
the Navy, today made public the 
findings of the court of inqui-
ry in the case .of the recent explo-
sion on the United States steamer 
Missouri. . 

The court finds "that the cause 
of said accident was the unexpected 
ignition of the two sections of the 
charge of smokeless powder then 
in the gun, by what is termed 
throughout the proceedings a§ 
'flare-b^ck', a flame resulting 
from the ignitioh, in some manner 
not yet known, of residual gases 
attendant upon the combustion of 
the smokeless powe:p now in use. 
That the flame from these sections 
ignited the two" other sections then 
in the ammunition car^ and that a 
shower of burning powder grains 
from these sections in the turret 
was projected cfown the open 
trunk which connects the turret 
"vyith the twelve-inch handling 
room, igniting there eight other 
sections of smokeless powder (two 
charges), which had been taken 
out of the magazines and were in 
that place. 

''That said accident in said 
vessel was, on the occasion named; 
in no respect due to fault or neg-
ligence on the part of any of the 
offiers or members of the said ves-
sel." r

First Meeting Held Tuesday 
Night in Bank Building. 

The regular- meeting of Town 
Council Was held Tuesday night— 
for the first time in the new Council 
Chamber on the second floor of 
the First National Bank Building. 
There was barely a quorum pres-
ent. and .scarcely any bnsiûess 
beyond the committee routine''was 
considered. Without the. presence 
of eight members, the monthly ac 
oôunts wënt over to an adjounred 
meeting. • • 

The absentees werç Mayor Rol: 
1er, Councilmen Garber, Rohr 
and Wilton. Mr. Meserole was 
elected chairman pro tern. 

Under the committee call the 
proposed widening of South Ger-
man street, the fixing of a water 
rate for the new;, bank building, 
the petition of È M. Shaeffer 
and others for electric lights on 
East Water street, and the petition 
of the Misses Rinker for correc-
tion of an erroneous writer assess-
ment, were continued. 

Chairman Meserole, of the 
Street committee, reported ad-
versely a petition for a crushed 
rook sidewalk on Main street, 
north of Washington, a distance 
of 150 ft. Mr Meserole stated 
that if the walk was made there 
would be no place for storm water 
and the walk would be washed 
'away. There was not place for 
sidewalk unless, the property own-
ers set their fences back There 
were only . three houses affected 
and he thought the landlord might 
do something for themJ 

Mr. Noll thought the persons 
interested were- entitled something 
in the way of a walk. On'Mr. 
Haas's motion the matter was /left 
in the hands of the Street commit-
tee, to ascertain whether the prop-
erty-owners were willing to set 
their fences back. 

On motion of Mr Meserole it 
was ordered that a reward of $15 
be paid for information leading 
to the conviction of any' person 
who turns in a false alarm of fire. 

A communication , from Dr. 
Frank L Harris was read in re-
gard to the encroachment of his 
office portico upon the Public 
Square. He offered to remove the 
front , steps and construct a side 
approach at his own expense, pro-
vided the porch columns were al-
lowed to remain as at present 
with the understanding that 
when certain improvements were 
made which he had in contempla 
tion the Jine would be made to 
conform with the official survey 
This proposition Council accepted 
by unanimous vote 

A petition from property-own-
ers on Cantrell Avenue asked for 
an extension of water mian east 
ward from South Main street to 
Mason street extended, which was 
referred to the Water committee. 

Mr. Noll sought to have some 
action taken to lower the sidewalk 
between the residences of W. L 
Dechert afad Ed. S. Conrad as an 
outlet for storm water; but at the 
suggestion of Dr. Jones the mat-
ter was passed by temporarily, 
pending a proposition which he 
understood would be submitted by 
property-owners immediately in 
terested. 

Mr. Noll then raised the ques-
tion of increased pressure for wa 
ter-consumers at the extremity of 
East Market street. He thought 
the pipe could be raised so as to 
deliver water into the second stor-
ies of the houses at ^the highest 
elevation, and at the same time in-
cidently increase the pressure down 
town to the extent of ten pounds 
or more. The matter was referred 
to the Water committee. 

The Street committee having 
reported that it would shortly 
complete all the work heretofore 
ordered by Council, on. motion of 
Mr. Haas it was ordered that a 
vitrified brick pavement, 8 feet 
wide, be laid on North Main street 
from the postoffice corner to Wolfe 
street on the east side, aria from 
the Shacklett corner to the north 
line of B. Ney's property on the 
west side, with three crossings at 
the intersection of Main and Eliz-
abeth streets. Mr. Haas stated 
that it was understood that Kava-
naugh Brothers contemplated an 
extensive building improvement 
on.their lot during the coming 
summer and on that account it 
would not be advisable to lay a 
permanent sidewalk, in front of 
their premises until after their 
work had been completed. ' 

Dr Jones called attentiôh to 
several rough crossings oh both 
North and South Main streets 
which ought to be repaired or re-
laid. He remarked incidently that 
there was too inuch tendency to do 
big work, to the neglect of minor re-
pairs 'that should receive attention. 

The Street committee was 
authorized to solicit the co-oper-
ation of the United States 
authorities in securing a uniform 
grade line in front of the post-
office, and to have a survey of 
Elizabeth,street made with,a view 
to the establishment of a perma-
nent grade. .

Mr. Noll asked for an appropri-
ation of $50 for new rubber tirés 
for the reel of Hose Co. . No. 4, but 
iii the absence of the necessa'ry-
eight votes, the matter was re-
ferred to the committee on Lights 
and Safety for report at next 
meeting 

Mr. Adolph Wise appeared be-
fore Oo unci! and stated that the 
reel lrouse of Hose Co. No. 3'was 
located on his premises {and he 
could use the ground so occupied, 
biit if the Town would pay him 
an annual rental of $10, as was 
being done in the case of Hose Co. 
No. 4 on the Bassford lot, the build 
ing might remain.
